Participants should park in Lyon Metal Parking Lot no later than NOON. Please be on
time as streets will close at 12:30P. Carpooling is strongly encouraged. Additional parade
parking is available south of the fire station at 198 S. Railroad.

The parade line-up will take place on Main Street.

Your participation is contingent upon the receipt of your signed entry form and the
required documents.

Entries must stay in their assigned order, unless specifically directed otherwise by a

parade official. Please do not request to be moved on parade day as last minutes

changes cannot be accommodated.

Vehicles must follow a straight course in a cautious and safe manner. There shall be no
quick starts, stops or peeling of rubber. No swerving back and forth and no reckless
driving of any kind.

No person shall ride or jump on hood, roof, trunk, or door frames of vehicles.

Entrants distributing materials (such as candy, giveaways etc.) must walk all the way to
the curb to hand out the items. Throwing of materials will not be allowed. Persons
distributing materials must walk alongside their own unit and not intrude upon another
unit’s activities or presentation space.

Any entrant which has music (live or recorded) must set the volume at a reasonable
level. Any parade official may request the volume to be lowered if they deem it too loud.
All entrants should leave appropriate space between themselves and the next group (2
car lengths is ideal), neither should spacing be too large (over 3 car lengths).

Parade entrants must proceed past the end of the parade route before stopping and
unloading.

Alcohol and drugs of any kind are strictly prohibited. Additionally, use of foul language is
prohibited.

The Village of Montgomery staff has the right to make modifications to any rules and
regulations as they deem necessary for the safety and viewing enjoyment of spectators.
The Village of Montgomery staff has the right to remove any entrants on the day of the
parade who are in violation of any of the above rules and regulations.

The Village of Montgomery is not responsible for the entrant’s actions.

Traffic citations may be issued by the Montgomery Police Department for violation of

any municipal ordinance or state vehicle code.
